Svar

Kéllorna nedan bekréftar uppgiften om att Ginbot 7 terroriststamplades av
Etiopiens parlament i juni 2011.

Committee to Protect Journalists (2011):

Ethiopia's July 2009 anti-terrorism law criminalizes any reporting
considered supportive to groups that the government has labeled
"terrorists.” In June, the government formally classified five groups
as terrorist entities, including the banned political party Ginbot 7.

Sudan Tribune (2011):

The Ethiopian parliament during its 27th Cabinet meeting this week
added a total of five domestic and international groups to its terror
list, according to a statement by the government.

Accordingly, the home-grown political organizations namely - the
Ogaden National Liberation Front (ONLF), Oromo Liberation Front
(OLF) and Ginbot 7 are labeled as terrorist groups under the
country’s anti-terrorism Proclamation.
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The Reporter (2011):

The House of Peoples’ Representatives during its ordinary session
yesterday labeled Ginbot 7, Oromo Liberation Front (OLF), Ogaden
National Liberation Movement (ONLF), Al Shabab and Al Qaeda as
terrorist organizations.

Reuters (2011):

The government has banned five groups as terrorist organisations:
the secessionist Ogaden National Liberation Front (ONLF) and
Oromo Liberation Front (OLF), the exiled Ginbot 7 group, al Qaeda
and Somalia's al Shabaab militants.

Human Rights Watch (2011):

Oromo political opponents have often been accused of links to the
banned Oromo Liberation Front. In June, the Ethiopian parliament
officially designated the Oromo Liberation Front, the Ogaden
National Liberation Front, and the diaspora opposition movement
Ginbot-7 as proscribed terrorist organizations.
