1. Medborgarskap for barn fran Kosovo

Migrationsverket, Medborgarskap Montenegro, 2009-04-09:

Montenegro.

”Forvarv genom fodelsen

Barn forvarvar medborgarskap i Montenegro om bada foraldrarna ar
medborgare dér.

Ar endast en av foraldrarna medborgare i Montenegro forvarvar
barnet detta medborgarskap om fodelsen agt rum i Montenegro.

Har fodelsen &gt rum utanfor Montenegro forvarvar barnet detta
medborgarskap om en av foéraldrarna ar medborgare i Montenegro
och den andra foraldern &r okénd, eller innehar oként
medborgarskap eller &r statslés. Om den andra foréldern &r utlandsk
medborgare, forvarvar barnet medborgarskap i Montenegro om
barnet innan det fyllt 18 ar anmals som medborgare i Montenegro
hos behdrig diplomatisk eller konsulér beskickning och om
foraldern ansdker om inskrivning i Montenegros
medborgarskapsregister under forutsattning att barnet inte far den
andre forélderns medborgarskap”

Lagstiftande organ, Law on Montenegrin Citizenship, 2008-

“1. Acquiring Montenegrin citizenship through origin

Article 5

Montenegrin citizenship through origin shall be acquired by a child:
1) whose both parents are Montenegrin citizens at the moment of the
child’s birth;

2) born on the territory of Montenegro, one of whose parents is a
Montenegrin citizen at the moment of the child’s birth;

3) born on the territory of another state, one of whose parents is a
Montenegrin citizen at the moment of the child’s birth, the other
being unknown, of unknown citizenship or stateless;

4) born on the territory of another state, one of whose parents is a
Montenegrin citizen at the moment of the child’s birth, provided that
otherwise will remain without citizenship.

Article 6

Montenegrin citizenship through origin may also be acquired:

1) by a child born on the territory of another state, whose one of
parents is a Montenegrin citizen at the moment of the child’s birth
if, by the time the child turns 18 years of age, a request for entering
in the Montenegrin birth record book and in the record of
Montenegrin citizens is submitted, and if child is not citizen of
another state;



2) by a person over 18 years of age whose one parent is a
Montenegrin citizen, and the other one is a citizen of another state, if
he or she submits a request for being entered in the register of
Montenegrin citizens before he or she turns 23 years of age;

3) by an adopted child, in case of complete adoption, if one of the
adopters is a Montenegrin citizen.

If a child as of paragraph 1, item 1 of this Article, is over 14 years of
age, his or her consent shall be necessary for acquiring Montenegrin
citizenship.”

2. Uppenhallstillstand fér en person som ar gift med en
medborgare i Montenegro

Government of Montenegro, Law on Foreigners (Official Gazette of
Montenegro 82/08), Aliens act RESIDENCE OF FOREIGNERS IN
MONTENEGRO:

Aliens act

"Permanent residence

According to the Aliens Act, a permanent residence may be granted
to a foreigner who up to the date of the application resided in
Montenegro for five years continuously based upon the permit for
temporary stay...”

“Article 57

Permanent residence shall not be granted to an alien, who:

1) does not own the valid travel document

2) is by decree absolute sentenced for the criminal act prosecuted ex
officio or against him for such criminal act, a criminal proceedings
is started;

3) does not own means for maintenance ;

4) does not own health insurance;

5) has no provided accommodation,

6) if such is required by the reasons of National security and public
order.

Against the decision of the Ministry on refusing of the application
for permanent residence, procedure in contentious administrative
matters can be initiated.”

Government of Montenegro, Proposal, The Law Amending the Law on
Foreigners, (»Official Gazette of Montenegro«, number 82/08):

"Rejecting the application
Avrticle 57

Permanent residence shall not be granted to a foreigner:



1) Who does not hold a valid travel document;

2) Who has been convicted with final verdict for criminal offence
prosecuted ex officio or the criminal procedure is initiated against a
foreigner for such criminal offence;

3) Who has no means for living;

4) Who has no health insurance;

5) Who has no accommodation provided;

6) For reasons of national security or public order.

Administrative procedure may be initiated against a decision of the
Ministry rejecting the application for permanent residence”
