The Hawiye-Abgal clan has power in Mogadishu and
clan protection works via the Abgal clan. (s. 21)

4.1 Clan affiliation: protection, human rights and property claims (s. 50ff)

According to an international NGO working in S/C
Somalia (A) the majority of the population in Mogadishu
are Abgal from the Hawiye clan. The districts of
Bondheere, Shibis, Karan, Abdiaziz and Yagshid are
Abgal dominated while Hodan district is dominated by
the Habr Gedir sub-clans Sa’ad and Eyr. The DC of
Hodan is Eyr. However, all clans are represented in
Mogadishu but clans such as Rahanweyne, Isak and
Darod are to be considered as ‘guests’ in Mogadishu and
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members of these clans will need to seek protection from
the Abgal clans. Visitors from Hargeisa will also need
protection when they come to Mogadishu to do business.
However, the international NGO added that al-Shabaab
does not target persons only because of their clan
affiliation. Killings are not a clan issue any longer, but al-
Shabaab always ensure that someone it wants to kill will
be killed by members of the victims own sub-clan.(s. 51)

De fleste bydelsadministrasjonene i Mogadishu er
Hawiye-styrte, og majoriteten av innbyggerne i byen
tilhgrer  Hawiye-klaner.® Ifglge  lokale NGO-
representanter, er det derfor enklere for en Hawiye a sikre
seg mot kriminalitet enn for en som tilhgrer en
minoritetsgruppe. Minoritetene — og folk fra klaner som
er tallmessig underlegne i Mogadishu — trenger avtaler og
beskyttelse hvis de skal drive forretningsvirksomhet

eller ha synlig samfunnsengasjement (samtaler i
Mogadishu oktober 2012). (s. 14)
