Ethnologue: Languages of the World, ar ett aktivt forskningsprojekt med
hundratals lingvister och forskare som listar alla vérldens ké&nda, levande
sprak. | Ethnologue katalogiseras Hazaragi som ett niva-fem sprak. (Se
tabellen fran Ethnologue pa sid. 3 i detta dokument) Ethnologue anger ocksa
att hazaragi ar beslaktat med dari och att hazaragi mojligen ar distinkt.
Foljande information om Hazaragi aterfinns i Ethnologue:

”Widespread. 1,770,000 in Afghanistan (2000). Population total all
countries: 2,210,000. Status: 5 (Developing). Alternate Names: Azargi,
Hazara, Hezareh Dialects: None known. Related to Dari [prs]; possibly
distinct. Classification: Indo-European, Indo-Iranian, Iranian, Western,
Southwestern, Persian Comments: Ethnic group names are Dai Kundi, Dai
Zangi, Behsud, Yekaulang, Polada, Urusgani, Jaguri, Ghazni Hazaras, Dai
Miradad. Muslim (Shi’a).”

| andra kallor anges hazaragi inte som ett eget sprak utan som en dialekt av
persiska eller dari:
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”Det finns dven storre dialekter s& som hazaragi, som &r en persisk dialekt
nérbesldktad med dari.” (Svenska Afghanistan Kommittén, Om
Afghanistan — sprak)

“The Hazaras speak a dialect of Dari (Persian Dialect) called Hazaragi and
the vast majority of them follow the Shi'a sect (twelver Imami).” (Minority
Rights Group International)

”Hazara origins are much debated... Their unwritten dialect, Hazaragi,
contains regional languages - Arabic, Urdu, Mongol, Turkish and

Dari/Farsi, which is now Afghanistan's primary language.” (Home Office,
2013, s. 210)

Antropologen Sayed Askar Mousavi som skrivit en bok om hazarerna i
Afghanistan menar att dialekt ar en mer passande benamning pa hazaragi an
sprak. Mousavi menar att hazarernas dialekt skiljer sig mycket fran andra
farsi-talande, delvis pa grund av hazaragis influenser av turkiska och
mongoliska. (Mousavi 1998, sid 81f)

I den afghanska konstitutionens artikel 16 anges att dari och pashto ar
officiella sprak i Afghanistan. Det anges aven att andra sprak kan anses
officiella lokalt:

“From amongst Pashto, Dari, Uzbeki, Turkmani, Baluchi,
Pachaie, Nuristani, Pamiri and other current languages in the
country, Pashto and Dari shall be the official languages of the
state. In areas where the majority of the people speak in any one
of Uzbeki, Turkmani, Pachaie, Nuristani, Baluchi or Pamiri
languages, any of the aforementioned language, in addition to
Pashto and Dari, shall be the third official language, the usage
of which shall be regulated by law” (. 8)
