1. Liyu-policei Etiopien

En sammanstallning av information om Liyu police finns i Lifos fraga-svar
fran juni 2015.

Migrationsverket, Lifos. Center for landinformation och landanalys inom
migrationsomradet (2015):

Kallorna nedan redogor for specialstyrkan Liyu police vilken
upprattades 2009. Styrkan ersatte den federala armén och polisen i
att bekdmpa Ogaden National Liberation Front (ONLF). Kéllorna
uppger vidare att polisstyrkan styrs av regionpresidenten och
finansieras av den regionala budgeten samt att medlemmarna i Liyu
police har fatt utbildning, uniformer, vapen och I6n fran den
etiopiska statsmakten via de regionala myndigheterna.
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2. Tvangsrekrytering till Liyu-police

Rekryteringsunderlag for styrkan kan besta av medlemmar som kommer
fran samma klaner som dem som rekryteras for ONLF. Detta kan innebara
att familjer i klanerna kan splittras, enligt k&llan nedan. Det sdgs dock inget
om direkt tvangsrekrytering.

Norge Landinfo (2015):

Rekruttering til Liyu Police

Styrken er i hovedsak rekruttert fra Ogaden-klaner i Region 5. Mens
ledelsen i styrken kommer fra underklanen Ali Yusuf, er resten av
styrken rekruttert fra alle ogaden-klaner i regionen (Crisis Group
2013; lokal organisasjon, samtale november 2014).

Dette rekrutteringsgrunnlaget for styrken betyr at den har sine folk
fra de samme klanene som rekrutterer til ONLF. | praksis innebeerer
dette at familier i de aktuelle klanene er splittet mellom innrullerte i
Liyu Police og personer som er knyttet til ONLF, altsa at bror kan
sta mot bror (lokal organisasjon, samtale november 2014;
internasjonal organisasjon, samtale november 2014). (sid. 2)

Currently, the Ethiopian army and their militia Liyu Police are
conducting a campaign of terror, killings, arrest and forcibly
removing poor villagers from their villages from their ancestral
lands for oil exploration purposes and international agri-business.
The burning of the pastures of the rural population and eviction
from their lands have reached the highest level leaving hundreds of
families and their livestock without any resources. The Ethiopian
army clears large swathes of land and discouraging civilians from
returning to the area by confiscating their livestock, raping their
women, forcefully recruiting the youth to service in its militia
and detaining the elders. Currently there are three oil companies
exploring oil in the area: Africa Oil (Canada), South Western
Energy (Hong Kong) and GCL Poly Petroleum Investment (China).

Global Research (2013):

In 2009, after widespread condemnation of the Ethiopian army’s
conduct in the region, the regime formed the highly suspect Liyu
(Special) Police. Somaliland Press (26/9/12) states, the government
“deliberately recruited unemployed youths from the streets”.

Al-Jazeerah (2013):

Sahro, emotionally scarred and looking older than her 36 years,
uneducated and desperately poor, earned “some little money by
making and selling tea to the villagers and pastoralists who came to
the village”. The Ethiopian military and their paramilitary partners,
the Liyuu police, patrol the five targeted states of the region. They
move from base to village, recruiting young men often at gunpoint,
raping women, looting and burning homes, local people tell us.
They work in five-day cycles, five on, five off.

Sveriges Television , SVT (2012):

Den insatsgrupp som anklagas for Gvergreppen kallas
Liyu Police, eller Specialpolisen. Enheten bildades for tre
ar sedan for att bekampa den separatistiska rebellgruppen
ONLF. Enligt uppgifter till SVT Nyheter har Liyu Police
sedan dess spridit skrack i Ogadenregionen genom
massavrattningar av civilbefolkningen.

—-De har medvetet rekryterat arbetslésa ungdomar fran
gatorna till Liyu Police. De har sedan drillats i att utfora
avrattningar, sager Abdullahi Hussein till SVT Nyheter.

Canada: Immigration and Refugee Board of Canada (1989):

In its resolve to keep up the pressure against various insurgencies,
the Ethiopian government has increasingly resorted to forced
military recruitment of teenagers. According to a 26 May 1989 issue
of Africa Confidentia...

Conscientious objection to military service is not recognized and
there have been reports of arrests and imprisonment of people
refusing conscription. In addition, relatives of those who evade
conscription have reportedly faced reprisals like arrest and
detention. [Amnesty Report 1988, (London: Amnesty International,
1988), p.38.] According to the U.S. Department of State, Country
Reports on Human Rights Practices, there have also been some



confirmed reports of summary executions of young males accused
of evasion of military service. [Country Reports on Human Rights
Practices for 1988, (Washington: U.S. Department of State, 1989),
p.109.]

According to Mr. Engedachew, although women were not required
to engage in active military duty, militia training is indirectly
enforced through the withholding of basic foodstuffs and restrictions
on employment or educational opportunities, both of which are
within the jurisdiction of the Rural Peasant and Urban Dweller's
Associations.

UN Human Rights Council (2014):

Measures taken to prevent recruitment of children in the armed
forces

86. The Federal and Regional Police Commissions and the Ministry
of National Defence have put in place laws, which set 18 as the
minimum age for recruitment, in line with international standards.
Any person below the age of 18 would not be enrolled in

national defence or police forces. The ratification of the Optional
Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of Child on the
Involvement of Children in Armed Conflicts is under consideration
by the HPR. (Recommendation 42 and Pending Recommendation
8)(sid. 18)

United States Department of Labor (2013):

There are no reports from 2012 that suggest that
children are recruited by local militias in the Somali
Regional State.(sid. 2)

The Criminal Code also sets the
minimum age for conscription and voluntary recruitment
into the military at 18.(sid. 3)
