- Security Analysis Department: periodic reports; this department is working with and in Somalia for more than 20 years. One of the tasks of this department is
the monitoring and analysis of the security situation in Somalia with a special focus on the security of its own staff. The source mainly uses its own informants.
- Security Analysis Expert: interview, November 2015; this expert has been working on Somalia for several years and possesses profound knowledge about
the security situation in the Horn of Africa. The expert visits the region regularly. This Security Analysis Expert has also been used as a primary source for

this report.
